1] Solar Farm – Cllr L Higgins has confirmed that access to the £15k contribution from Noventum would be some way ahead and subject to ongoing approval from MBC for the flood report and other aspects of the planning application.


2] Flooding/Twyford – A public meeting was held on 10th February which was attended by MBC, Environment Agency and a large number of parishioners. The outcome was to form a Flood Committee who would liaise with responsible landowners to bring about improvements along Gaddesby Brook.
