Minutes of the last meeting.


The minutes of the meeting held on 17th December 2024 and previously circulated to members, were accepted by the members and signed by the Chairperson.

Matters arising from the minutes:



1] No 5 Hollands Lane, Twyford – Flooding – A large number of Twyford parishioners attended the meeting who were concerned with this development and recent flooding across areas of Twyford.


In respect of the planning application, it was agreed to amend the Parish Council objection to include the earthen mound on the property.



In respect of the recent flooding, it was acknowledged that there was exceptional rainfall on 6th January 2025 but also the flooding of properties was happening more often.


A question was raised as to whether the Parish Council could increase the precept to fund a report to identify the cause of the flooding. In reply it was confirmed that Melton Borough Council had provided figures showing that a £20k increase in precept would lead to a £65 increase in parish council tax for each household on band D and substantially more for larger properties. This was thought to be unacceptable for the majority of parishioners many of whom were unaffected by the flooding. A comment was made as to having obtained a report what would parishioners do with it.


It was confirmed that the Parish Council have objected to a number of planning applications which impact on the floodplain only for Melton Borough Council to ignore them.



After considering all of the issues raised the Parish Council believed that the flooding at Twyford was an issue for Melton Borough Council and Leics. County Council who could liaise with the Environment Agency and LLFA They urged parishioners to pursue the matter with these bodies and pointed out that the public meeting planned for 10th February 2025 would be an opportunity to do so.


Finally, Mrs Johnson emphasised that anyone with further comments or suggestions could contact her after the meeting.



2 Solar Farm – There has been no response to an email sent to L Higgins dated 19th December 2024 asking for details of the £15k contribution from Noventum, Clerk to contact LH.



3] Speed signs – A report is due on 24th January 2025 for the Police and Crime Commissioner with an analysis of the previous years speed data, Mr Maloney has just received the details of what is required but it is unlikely he will be able to meet the deadline. Clerk to contact the PCC and inform them of the situation.


A meeting with the PCC will not be possible – Clerk to inform PCC.



Speedwatch – Mrs Johnson to confirm that Speedwatch is required for the 2025/26 period
