Matters arising from the minutes:



1] Street Lighting – It was confirmed that the two headlights had been installed at Stepping Lane & Church Lane, Twyford and were operational.



LCC have provided an updated estimate for a new street light on the corner of Bakers Lane & the B6047, Thorpe Satchville. The estimate is £2343.10 excluding vat and the Council have budgeted £2,500 for this purpose. Agreed to proceed.



2[ Gaddesby Brook – The Environment Agency have not responded to our request for action to clear the brook. It was agreed that D Angrave & P Watkins will walk along a stretch of the brook ,identifying blockages and if possible arranging removal.



3] Fox Connect – The organisation are about to review the current arrangements and have agreed to consider whether the villages in the parish should be included in the scheme.

Correspondence for discussion:


1] Annual review – Complainfs Policy. Approved without change.



2] Annual review – Equal Opps Policy – Approved without change.



3] Bakers Lane, Thorpe/Speeding – Two parishioners  attended the meeting on behalf of residents along Bakers Lane to express their concern over recent cases of speeding,posing a danger to all that use the lane. They pointed out that two signs at the junction of Bakers Lane and Salters Hill Drive indicated unrestricted speeds although the lane is single track and light posts are sited part way along the lane. They requested that the signs should be removed and replaced by signs indicating ,preferably 20mph, but no more than 30mph.



A further request was for the road markings at the junction should be changed to allow unrestricted movement along the whole of Bakers Lane.




Nigel Taylor commented that ideally HGV vehicles should not be allowed beyond his farm to prevent road edges being damaged.




It was confirmed that Highways were due to carry out resurfacing work along the lane wef 8th September 2025.




The Clerk is to contact Highways to make them aware of the concerns.
