1] Bakers Lane/Thorpe – Speeding – Mrs Howell attended the meeting on behalf of the residents of upper Bakers Lane following the rejection by LCC of a request for replacement speed limit signs of 20=30mph She reported ongoing incidents of speeding posing a danger to walkers, children, animals etc and referred to a previous police incident report Residents are now requesting the removal of the unrestricted speed signs to be replaced by road narrow signs along with either a ‘please drive carefully’ or ‘Quiet Lane’ sign.

2] Fox Inn/Thorpe-Mr Thompson attended the meeting to provide an update on the future of the public house. Since it was purchased by the current ownership in 2021 various proposals have been considered. Difficulties have been encountered in dealings with LCC and MBC along with rising costs of materials.
