4]Solar Farm – Mr Jones has contacted an hydrologist to act as an expert witness.His initial views are that the main problem causing flooding around Twyford  is the floodplain and Gaddesby Brook. He is happy to write a letter setting out his views and visit the area for £2500 but a full investigation and report would cost £8-10k. He also believed that the solar farm would have little adverse impact on the flooding but agreed that the flooding assessment from Noventum was flawed. Mr Jones outlined a number of options and it was agreed that Mr Angrave will contact Leigh Higgins to seek a way forward.

1[ Police and Crime Commision – The meeting was attended by Cllr Joe Orson [LCC] and Rani Mahal, Deputy Police and Crime Commissioner for Leics and Rutland. In reply it was emphasised that speeding was still an issue and a further speed sign would be appreciated In addition it was suggested that Speed Watch could operate for 12 months per year rather than 6months at present.
